Trans-Afghan Railway Corridors: Declaration versus Implementation
(2021—2026)

Abstract. This article examines the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan's (IEA) policy on
trans-Afghan railway projects from August 2021 to March 2026. The author asks what
accounts for the gap between the IEA's diplomatic efforts to promote transport corri-
dors and the actual state of infrastructure on the ground. To avoid conflating rhetoric
with practice, the article introduces a staged assessment framework that distinguishes
between three phases of project development: political statement of intent, design and
agreement with stakeholders, and construction and operation.

The analysis covers three areas. First, the proposed Trans-Afghan Railway linking Uz-
bekistan (Termez) to Pakistan (Peshawar) via Afghan territory. Second, existing rail
segments: Khaf—Herat, Hairatan—Mazar-e-Sharif, Serhetabat—Torghundi, and the
short Agina—Andkhoy line. Third, the functioning of border crossings and the IEA's
customs system. As of March 2026, the IEA has not commissioned a single kilometre
of new mainline track despite having signed more than fifteen international agree-
ments. Active works are limited to projects worth roughly $100 million — less than one
per cent of the total estimated cost of declared initiatives.

That said, the IEA has demonstrated an ability to maintain inherited infrastructure,
centralise customs revenue collection, and deploy alternative financing mechanisms,
notably the exchange of mineral concessions for construction commitments. The gap
between declarations and implementation stems not from a lack of political will but
from a set of mutually reinforcing constraints: the virtual absence of international re-
cognition, the sanctions regime, inaccessibility of institutional financing, railway gauge
incompatibility, and the deterioration of relations with Pakistan, which by February—
March 2026 had escalated to airstrikes on Afghan cities.
